o We will clean 5-6 miles of road including Main 

Street, 3 beaches, the Korean War Memorial, JFK 
Memorial, Ocean Street Docks, Aselton Park, The 
Lookout, and the Hyannis Village Green.

o We anticipate cleaning up 4-5 cubic yards of litter.
